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Chapter 1. General Provisions

Article 1. Basic principles of forest legislation

Forest legislation and other regulatory legal acts regulating forest relations are based
on the following principles:

1) sustainable forest management, conservation of forest biological diversity,
increasing their potential;

2) preservation of the environment-forming, water conservation, protective, sanitary,
hygienic, health-improving and other useful functions of forests in the interests of
ensuring the right of everyone to a favorable environment;

3) the use of forests taking into account their global environmental significance, as well
as taking into account the duration of their cultivation and other natural properties of
forests;

4) ensuring multi-purpose, rational, continuous, sustainable use of forests to meet the
needs of society in forests and forest resources;

5) conservation of forests, including through their protection, protection, reproduction,
afforestation; (As amended by Federal Law of 19.07.2018 No 212-F2)

6) improving the quality of forests, as well as increasing their productivity; (As amended
by Federal Law of 19.07.2018 No 212-FZ2)

7) participation of citizens, public associations in the preparation of decisions, the
implementation of which may have an impact on forests during their use, protection,
protection, reproduction, in the manner and forms established by the legislation of the
Russian Federation;

8) use of forests in ways that do not harm the environment and human health;

9) use of forests for their intended purpose, determined in accordance with the types of
forests and the useful functions they perform; (As amended by Federal Law of
27.12.2018 No 538-F2)



10) the inadmissibility of the use of forests by state authorities, local self-government
bodies;
11) payment for the use of forests.

Article 2. Forest legislation

1. Forest legislation shall consist of this Code, other federal laws and laws of the
constituent entities of the Russian Federation adopted in accordance with them.

2. Forest relations may also be regulated by decrees of the President of the Russian
Federation, which shall not contradict this Code and other federal laws.

3. The Government of the Russian Federation shall issue regulatory legal acts
regulating forest relations within the powers determined by this Code, other federal
laws, as well as decrees of the President of the Russian Federation.

4. Federal executive bodies shall issue regulatory legal acts regulating forest relations
in cases provided for by this Code, other federal laws, as well as decrees of the
President of the Russian Federation, resolutions of the Government of the Russian
Federation.

5. On the basis of and in pursuance of this Code, other federal laws, laws of the
constituent entities of the Russian Federation, decrees of the President of the Russian
Federation, resolutions of the Government of the Russian Federation, the executive
bodies of the constituent entities of the Russian Federation may, within the limits of
their powers, issue regulatory legal acts regulating forest relations. (As amended by

6. On the basis of and in pursuance of this Code, other federal laws, laws of the
constituent entities of the Russian Federation, decrees of the President of the Russian
Federation, resolutions of the Government of the Russian Federation, local self-
government bodies may, within the limits of their powers, issue municipal legal acts
regulating forest relations.

Article 3. Relations regulated by forest legislation

1. Forest legislation shall regulate relations in the field of use, protection, protection
and reproduction of forests, afforestation (forest relations). (As amended by Federal
Laws of 30.12.2015 No 455-FZ; of 19.07.2018 No 212-FZ)

2. Property relations related to the turnover of forest plots, forest plantations obtained
through the use of forests and the implementation of measures to preserve forests,
timber and other forest resources shall be regulated by civil legislation, as well as by
the Land Code of the Russian Federation, unless otherwise provided for by this Code



and other federal laws. (As amended by Federal Laws of 28.12.2013 No 415-FZ, of
02.07.2021 No 302-F2)

Article 4. Participants of forest relations

1. Participants in forest relations shall be the Russian Federation, constituent entities
of the Russian Federation, municipalities, citizens and legal entities.

2. On behalf of the Russian Federation, constituent entities of the Russian Federation,
municipalities, state authorities of the Russian Federation, state authorities of
constituent entities of the Russian Federation, local self-government bodies shall
participate in forest relations, respectively, within the limits of their powers established
by regulatory legal acts.

Article 5. The concept of forest

The use, protection, and reproduction of forests are carried out on the basis of the
concept of the forest as an ecological system or as a natural resource.

Article 51. Forest Information

1. Information on forests shall be publicly available information to which access to
citizens and legal entities may not be restricted, unless otherwise provided for by
federal laws.

2. Information on forests shall be posted on the official websites in the information and
telecommunication network "Internet" of state authorities, local self-government
bodies exercising powers in the field of use, protection, protection and reproduction of
forests in accordance with Articles 81-84 of this Code.

3. The composition and content of information on forests shall be established by the
authorized federal executive body.

Article 6. Forests located on lands not related to the lands of the forest fund

1. Forests shall be located on agricultural lands and other lands established in
accordance with the Land Code of the Russian Federation.

2. The specifics of the use, protection, protection, and reproduction of forests located
on lands that are not related to the lands of the forest fund shall be determined by
Articles 120-123 of this Code.

Article 61. Forest fund lands

1. Forest lands include forest lands and non-forest lands.

2. Forest lands include lands on which forests are located, and lands intended for
reforestation (felling, burnt areas, reds, wastelands, glades, etc.).

3. Non-forest lands include lands necessary for forest development (glades, roads,
etc.) and lands that are inconvenient for use (swamps, stony placers, etc.).

4. The boundaries of forest fund lands shall be determined by the boundaries of forest
districts. (Supplemented in part by Federal Law of 27.12.2018 No 538-FZ2)

Article 7. Coppice

A forest plot is a land plot that is located within the boundaries of forest districts and is
formed in accordance with the requirements of land legislation and this Code. (As
amended by Federal Law of 27.12.2018 No 538-F2)

Article 8. Ownership of forest plots

1. Forest plots within the forest fund lands shall be in federal ownership.
2. Forms of ownership of forest plots within lands of other categories shall be
determined in accordance with land legislation.

Article 9. Permanent (indefinite) use of a forest plot, limited use of someone else's
forest plot (easement, public easement), lease of a forest plot and gratuitous use of a
forest plot

1. The right of permanent (indefinite) use of a forest plot that is in state or municipal
ownership, the right of gratuitous use of such a forest plot, as well as the right to lease
such a forest plot shall arise and terminate on the grounds and in the manner provided
for by civil legislation, the Land Code of the Russian Federation, unless otherwise
provided for by this Code or other federal laws.

2. The establishment and termination of an easement in respect of a forest plot that is
in state or municipal ownership shall be carried out on the grounds and in the manner



provided for by civil legislation, the Land Code of the Russian Federation, unless
otherwise provided for by this Code.

3. The establishment and termination of a public easement in respect of a forest plot
that is in state or municipal ownership shall be carried out on the grounds and in the
manner provided for by the Land Code of the Russian Federation. The procedure and
features of the use of forests in the event of the establishment of a public easement in
relation to a forest plot that is in state or municipal ownership shall be determined in
accordance with this Code.

Article 10. Division of forests located on the lands of the forest fund according to their
intended purpose

1. Forests located on the lands of the forest fund shall be divided into the following
types:

1) protective forests;

2) operational scaffolding;

3) reserve forests.

2. Features of the use, protection, protection, reproduction of protective forests,
operational forests and reserve forests shall be established by Articles 110-119 of this
Code.

Article 11. Stay of citizens in forests

1. Citizens shall have the right to freely and free of charge stay in forests and for their
own needs to harvest and collect wild fruits, berries, nuts, mushrooms, other edible
forest resources (edible forest resources), as well as non-timber forest resources.

2. Citizens shall be obliged to comply with the rules of fire safety in forests, the rules of
sanitary safety in forests, the rules of reforestation and the rules of forest care.

3. Citizens shall be prohibited from harvesting and collecting mushrooms and wild
plants, the species of which are listed in the Red Book of the Russian Federation, the
Red Books of the constituent entities of the Russian Federation, as well as mushrooms
and wild plants that are recognized as narcotic drugs in accordance with Federal Law
No. 3-FZ of January 8, 1998 "On Narcotic Drugs and Psychotropic Substances".

4. The stay of citizens may be prohibited or restricted in forests located on defense and
security lands, lands of specially protected natural areas, other lands to which citizens'
access is prohibited or restricted in accordance with federal laws.

7. Stay of citizens in forests for hunting purposes shall be regulated by forest
legislation and legislation in the field of hunting and conservation of hunting resources.
(As amended by Federal Law of 24.07.2009 No 209-FZ2)

8. Persons who have been granted forest plots shall not have the right to impede the
access of citizens to these forest plots, as well as the harvesting and collection of food
and non-timber forest resources located therein, except for the cases provided for by
this Article. Forest plots provided to citizens and legal entities may be fenced only in
cases provided for by this Code. (Supplemented by the Federal Law of 22.07.2008 No
143-FZ)

Article 12. Forest development

1. Forest development shall be carried out in order to ensure their multi-purpose,
rational, continuous, sustainable use, as well as the development of the forest
complex. (As amended by Federal Law of 02.07.2021 No 302-F2)

2. Forest development shall be carried out in compliance with their intended purpose
and useful functions.

3. Operational forests shall be developed for the purpose of sustainable, most efficient
production of high-quality wood and other forest resources, products of their
processing, ensuring the preservation of useful functions of forests. (As amended by
Federal Law of 02.07.2021 No 302-FZ)

4. Protective forests shall be subject to development for the purpose of preserving the
environment-forming, water protection, protective, sanitary, hygienic, health-improving
and other useful functions of forests with the simultaneous use of forests, provided
that this use is compatible with the intended purpose of protective forests and the
useful functions they perform.

5. In the development of forests on the basis of an integrated approach, the following
shall be carried out:

1) management in the field of use, protection, protection, reproduction of forests,
including the establishment of types and parameters of permitted use of forests;

2) carrying out measures for forest conservation and forest management;

3) carrying out measures to preserve natural landscapes, natural objects and natural
complexes;

Article 122. Wood and wood products

1. Wood is a forest resource obtained from felled, sawn, cut tree trunks, which is used,
among other things, for the production of timber and other wood processing products.
2. Wood may be obtained through the use of forests and the implementation of
measures for their conservation, as well as in other cases provided for by this Code.

3. Wood products shall be obtained from wood by processing, primary and subsequent,
by physical methods or processing by physical and chemical methods, including timber
(whips, processed and unprocessed assortments and other timber classified by
species (species) and assortment compositions in accordance with the All-Russian
Classifier of Products by Types of Economic Activity, the Unified Commodity
Nomenclature of Foreign Economic Activity of the Eurasian economic union), as well as
other types of products classified in accordance with the specified classifier and
nomenclature (wood processing products).



4. Unprocessed timber includes whips (delimbed, sawn, cut tree trunks, not subject to
division into assortments by transverse or longitudinal division), unprocessed
assortments (timber obtained by transverse division of trunks that have undergone
primary (rough) processing (removal of bark and sapwood, pruning of branches,
separation of the top and root part of tree trunks, transverse division of tree trunks into
assortments), including including logs, pulpwood, sawlogs), firewood and other fuel
wood.

5. Processed timber shall include timber that has undergone subsequent (industrial)
processing, including timber obtained by longitudinal division of trunks into
assortments by sawing or splitting lengthwise, processed by planing or peeling,
grinding and other methods, with or without end joints, sawn timber.

Article 13. Forest infrastructure

1. For the purpose of use, protection, protection, and reproduction of forests, it is
allowed to create forest infrastructure, including forest roads.

2. Forest infrastructure facilities shall be maintained in a condition that ensures their
operation for their intended purpose, provided that the useful functions of forests are
preserved.

3. Forest infrastructure facilities shall be demolished after they are no longer needed,
and the lands on which they were located shall be subject to reclamation.

4. Forest roads may be created for any types of forest use, as well as in the

for the purposes of conservation, protection and reproduction of forests.

5. The list of forest infrastructure facilities shall be approved by the Government of the
Russian Federation for protective forests, operational forests, reserve forests, and the
procedure for the design, creation, maintenance and operation of such facilities shall
be approved by the authorized federal executive body.

Article 14. Timber processing infrastructure



1. Atimber processing infrastructure shall be created to obtain wood processing
products and other forest resources obtained from the use of forests.

2. The creation and operation of timber processing infrastructure shall be prohibited in
protective forests, as well as in other cases provided for by this Code and other federal
laws.

3. Timber processing infrastructure shall be classified as industrial infrastructure
facilities in accordance with the legislation in the field of industrial policy.

Article 15. Zoning of forests

1. Depending on natural and climatic conditions, forest-growing zones are determined,
in which forests with relatively homogeneous forest-growing characteristics are located
(forest-growing zoning).

2. On the basis of forest vegetation zoning, forest areas with relatively similar
conditions for the use, protection, and reproduction of forests shall be established.

3. Forest-growing zones and forest districts shall be determined by the authorized
federal executive body in accordance with a scientifically based methodology.

Article 19. Forest conservation and forest management measures
(Name as amended by Federal Law of 02.07.2021 No 304-F2)

1. Forest conservation measures, including forest protection, protection, reforestation,
afforestation (hereinafter also referred to as forest conservation measures), as well as
forest inventory measures shall be carried out by state authorities, local self-
government bodies within their powers determined in accordance with Articles 81-84
of this Code, and by persons who use forests and (or) who are obliged by this Code to
perform such works. (As amended by Federal Law of 02.07.2021 No 304-F2)

2. Forest conservation and forest inventory measures may be carried out by state
(municipal) institutions subordinate to federal executive bodies, executive bodies of
constituent entities of the Russian Federation, local self-government bodies, within the
powers of these bodies determined in accordance with Articles 81-84 of this Code. (As
amended by Federal Laws of 02.07.2021 No 304-FZ, of 08.08.2024 No 232-FZ)

3. When carrying out forest conservation measures by the state (municipal) institutions
referred to in Part 2 of this Article, forest plantations shall simultaneously be sold for
timber harvesting in accordance with this Code. (As amended by Federal Law of
02.07.2021 No 304-F2)

4. In cases where the implementation of measures for the conservation of forests
located on lands that are in state or municipal ownership, measures for the forest
inventory of such forests is not assigned in accordance with the established procedure
to the state (municipal) institutions specified in Parts 2 and 9 of this Article, or to
persons who use forests and (or) who are obliged by this Code to perform such works,
state authorities, local self-government bodies shall procure forest conservation works,
forest inventory measures in accordance with the legislation of the Russian Federation
on the contract system in the field of procurement of goods, works, services to meet
state and municipal needs and this Code.

9. Forest inventory measures in forests located on forest fund lands, including forest
plots provided on the grounds provided for by this Code, shall be carried out by a
federal state budgetary institution subordinate to the authorized federal executive body
in accordance with the forest inventory plan provided for by Article 672 of this Code,
independently or with the involvement of other persons in the manner prescribed by
legislation of the Russian Federation on the contract system in the field of procurement
of goods, works, services for state and municipal needs. (Supplemented by Federal
Law of 02.07.2021 No 304-F2)

10. In cases where in respect of forest plots provided on the grounds provided for by
this Code, the performance of forest inventory and design of forest conservation
measures is not provided for by the approved forest inventory plan specified in Article
672 of this Code, the performance of such works shall be carried out by the persons
specified in Parts 2 and 9 of this Article and shall be ensured at the expense of the
interested person within the time limits established by the forest management
instruction approved by the authorized federal executive body.

lands.

3. In the course of construction, reconstruction, major repairs, commissioning and
decommissioning of capital construction facilities not related to the creation of forest
infrastructure, the lands not occupied by forest plantations, as well as the lands
occupied by forest plantations specified in Part 3 of Article 29 of this Code, shall be
used in the first place, unless otherwise provided for by this Code.

4. Clear cutting of forest plantations for construction, reconstruction, major repairs of
capital construction facilities for the purposes provided for by Clauses 4-6 of Part 1 of
this Article shall not be allowed.

5. For the purposes provided for by Clauses 1 - 3 of Part 1 of this Article (including for
the purpose of carrying out emergency rescue operations), selective felling and clear
cutting of trees, shrubs, lianas shall be allowed, including in protected zones and
sanitary protection zones intended to ensure the safety of citizens and create the
necessary conditions for the operation of the relevant facilities.

6. In protective forests, selective felling and clear cutting of trees, shrubs, lianas
provided for by Part 5 of this Article shall be allowed in cases where the construction,
reconstruction, overhaul and operation of capital construction facilities not related to
the creation of forest infrastructure for the purposes provided for by Clauses 1 - 3 of
Part 1 of this Article are not prohibited or restricted in accordance with the legislation of
the Russian Federation.

Article 23. Forestry

1. The main territorial management units in the field of forest use, protection,
protection, and reproduction shall be forest districts, as well as district forest districts
that may be established as part of forest districts.

2. Forest districts shall be established on the following lands:

1) forest fund;

2) defense and security on which forests are located;

3) settlements where forests are located,;

4) specially protected natural areas where forests are located.

3. The establishment and abolition of forest districts and district forest districts created
within them, the establishment and change of the boundaries of forest districts and
district forest districts shall be carried out by decisions of state authorities, local self-
government bodies within the limits of their powers in accordance with Articles 81-84
of this Code.

4. A graphic description of the location of the said boundaries, including a list of
coordinates of characteristic points of the boundaries of forest districts and district
forest districts, prepared in accordance with Article 681 of this Code, shall be a
mandatory annex to the decision on the establishment of forest districts and district
forest districts established within them, on the establishment and change of the
boundaries of forest districts and district forest districts.

Chapter 11. Felling and tapping of forest stands

Article 231. Felling of forest stands

1. Felling of forest stands (trees, shrubs, lianas in forests) shall be recognized as the
processes of their felling (including sawing, felling, cutting), as well as other
technologically related processes (including skidding, primary processing, storage of
wood in the forest), as a result of which wood is formed in the form of timber (whips,
processed and unprocessed assortments and other timber).

Article 232. Logging works

1. Logging operations shall consist of preparatory, main and final works related to
felling of forest stands in the course of various types of forest use in accordance with



Chapter 2 of this Code, as well as in the course of forest conservation measures.

2. Logging operations shall be carried out with or without the use of machines
(including self-propelled machines, other types of equipment) and (or) equipment
intended for felling forest stands, as well as for the removal of wood from the forest,
and shall be carried out in accordance with the taxation description of the felling area
and the technological map of logging operations.

3. Logging operations shall not be carried out without the taxation description of the
cutting area provided for by Article 234 of this Code.

4. Preparatory logging operations shall be carried out in order to create the necessary
conditions for safe felling of forest stands, placement of timber warehouses and other
forest infrastructure facilities.

5. The main logging works are a set of technological processes specified in Part 1 of
Article 231 of this Code.

6. Final logging operations are clearing of logging sites and demolition of forest
infrastructure facilities.

7. Logging operations shall be carried out in accordance with the technological map of
logging operations drawn up by legal entities, individual entrepreneurs engaged in
timber harvesting or forest conservation measures.

8. After the completion of logging operations, a state authority, a local self-government
body, within the limits of their powers determined by Articles 81-84 of this Code, shall
inspect the site of logging operations (final inspection of the cutting area), as a result of
which an act of final inspection of the cutting area shall be drawn up.

9. The report of the final inspection of the cutting area shall be drawn up in the form of
an electronic document signed with an enhanced qualified electronic signature, which
shall include the materials of photographic fixation of the inspection of the cutting area
made using special software in accordance with the requirements established by Part
6 of Article 19 of this Code, and shall be included in the report on the use of forests
provided for by Article 49 of this Code. In the event that the boundaries of the area
covered by felling differ from the boundaries of the cutting area specified in the taxation
description of the felling area provided for by Article 234 of this Code, the act of final
inspection of the felling area shall reflect information on the coordinates of the
characteristic points of the boundaries of the territory covered by felling.

10. The types of logging operations, the procedure and sequence of their
implementation, the maximum (maximum) size of felling areas, the form of the
technological chart of logging operations, the form of the act and the procedure for the
final inspection of the cutting area shall be established by the authorized federal
executive body.



11. The list of machines (including self-propelled machines, other types of equipment)
and (or) equipment intended for felling forest stands, as well as for transporting wood
from the forest, shall be established by the Government of the Russian Federation in
accordance with the All-Russian Classifier of Fixed Assets, the Unified Commodity
Nomenclature of Foreign Economic Activity of the Eurasian Economic Union.

Article 233. Allotment and assessment of felling areas

1. For the purpose of felling forest stands and carrying out logging operations provided
for by Article 232 of this Code, the allotment and assessment of felling areas shall be
carried out.

2. When allotting felling areas on the ground, the coordinates shall be determined and
the characteristic points of the boundaries of the felling areas shall be fixed on the
ground, trees intended for felling during selective felling shall be selected and marked.
3. Allotment of felling areas without fixing the boundaries of felling areas on the ground
is allowed when harvesting wood by citizens for their own needs, clearing from littering
during the implementation of measures for the fire-fighting arrangement of forests.

4. When allotting felling areas, felling of forest stands is allowed in order to fix the
boundaries of felling areas on the ground and install boundary posts.

5. The quantitative and qualitative characteristics of forest stands and the volume of
wood to be harvested at the relevant cutting area shall be determined during the
assessment of the cutting area.

6. On the basis of the data of allotment and assessment of cutting areas, an inventory
description of the cutting area shall be drawn up in accordance with Article 234 of this
Code.

7. Allotment and assessment of felling areas shall be ensured by persons using forests
and carrying out logging operations, except for the cases provided for in Part 8 of this
Article.

Article 234. Taxation description of the cutting area

1. On the basis of the data on the allotment and taxation of felling areas, an inventory
description of the felling area shall be drawn up in the form of an electronic document
signed with an enhanced qualified electronic signature, and no later than fifteen days
before the date of commencement of the relevant logging works, shall be sent using
public information and telecommunication networks, including the Internet, including
the unified portal of state and municipal services, to the state authorities. local self-
government bodies exercising the powers determined in accordance with Articles 81-
84 of this Code.

2. Bodies of state power, bodies of local self-government exercising the powers
determined in accordance with Articles 81-84 of this Code shall have the right to
conduct a preliminary inspection of the cutting area.

3. In the event that the taxation description of the cutting area is sent by a person who
has provided inaccurate taxation descriptions of the cutting area two or more times in
the previous year, or in the event of a discrepancy between the taxation description of



the information on the actual condition of the cutting area available to the state

5. In the case specified in Part 3 of this Article, the state authority, local self-
government body determined in accordance with Articles 81-84 of this Code shall
enter information on the actual condition of the cutting area into the state forest
register within ten days.

Article 24. General provisions on the use of forests

1. The use of forests shall be carried out with or without the provision of a forest plot,
the establishment or without the establishment of an easement, a public easement,
the withdrawal or withdrawal of forest resources. (As amended by Federal Law of
18.12.2018 No 471-F2)

2. Failure by citizens, legal entities engaged in the use of forests to comply with the
forestry regulations and the forest development project shall be the basis for early
termination of forest lease agreements or forest stand purchase and sale agreements,
as well as compulsory termination of the right of permanent (indefinite) use of a forest
plot or gratuitous use of a forest plot, termination of an easement, public easement.

Article 25. Types of forest use



1. The use of forests can be of the following types:

1) timber harvesting;

2) harvesting resin;

3) harvesting and collection of non-timber forest resources;

4) harvesting of edible forest resources and collection of medicinal plants;

5) carrying out activities in the field of hunting economy; (As amended by Federal Law
of 24.07.2009 No 209-F2)

6) agriculture;

61) fishing, with the exception of amateur fishing; (Supplemented by the paragraph -
Federal Law of 30.04.2021 No 112-FZ2)

7) implementation of research activities, educational activities;

8) implementation of recreational activities;

9) creation of forest plantations and their operation;

3. The use of forests, which is an entrepreneurial activity, shall be carried out on the
lands of the forest fund by persons registered in the Russian Federation in accordance
with Federal Law No. 129-FZ of August 8, 2001 "On State Registration of Legal Entities
and Individual Entrepreneurs".



Article 26. Forest Declaration

1. Aforest declaration is a statement on the use of forests in accordance with the
forest development project.

2. Annually, a forest declaration shall be submitted to state authorities, local self-
government bodies within their powers determined in accordance with Articles 81-84
of this Code, directly or through multifunctional centers for the provision of state and
municipal services in the form of a paper document or in the form of an electronic
document signed with an electronic signature, using public information and
telecommunication networks, including including the Unified Portal of State and
Municipal Services, by persons to whom forest plots have been granted for permanent
(indefinite) use or lease, or by persons using forests on the basis of an easement or a
public easement established for the purposes provided for in Article 3937 of the Land
Code of the Russian Federation.

Article 29. Timber harvesting

1. Timber harvesting is an entrepreneurial activity related to the felling of forest
plantations, as well as the removal of timber from the forest.

2. Timber harvesting shall be carried out in operational forests, protective forests,
unless otherwise provided for by this Code and other federal laws.

3. First of all, dead, damaged and overmature forest stands shall be provided for
timber harvesting.

4. Timber harvesting shall be carried out using methods and technologies of primary
wood processing (including cut-to-length, whip timber harvesting), determined in
accordance with the rules of timber harvesting.

10. Provision of forest plots for the purpose of using forests for timber harvesting shall
not be allowed (except for cases of provision of forest plots for the purpose of using
forests for timber harvesting in accordance with Clauses 2 and 3 of Part 3 of Article
731 and Article 74 of this Code), if the forest inventory provided for by Article 691 of
this Code in relation to the relevant forest plot was carried out more than ten years ago
(based on the year of preparation of the existing forest inventory documentation of the
relevant forest plot).

11. Rules for timber harvesting and features of timber harvesting in the decree
specified in Article 23 of this Code, forest districts shall be established by the
authorized federal executive body.

Article 291. Features of timber harvesting by certain categories of persons

1. In the event that federal laws allow timber harvesting by federal state institutions,
state-owned forest plots may be provided to these institutions for this purpose for
permanent (indefinite) use.

2. In exceptional cases provided for by the laws of the constituent entities of the
Russian Federation, it is allowed to harvest timber to meet state or municipal needs on
the basis of contracts for the sale and purchase of forest plantations.

3. In the implementation of the measures provided for by Article 19 of this Code, the
harvesting of the relevant timber shall be carried out on the basis of a contract for the
sale and purchase of forest plantations or the contract specified in Part 5 of Article 19
of this Code.

4. In forestry areas located on the lands of the forest fund, it is allowed to harvest
timber by legal entities and individual entrepreneurs belonging in accordance with
Federal Law No. 209-FZ of July 24, 2007 "On the Development of Small and Medium-
Sized Businesses in the Russian Federation" to small and medium-sized businesses,
on the basis of contracts for the sale and purchase of forest plantations. (As amended
by Federal Law of 27.12.2018 No 538-FZ2)

5. Part 8 of Article 29 of this Code shall not apply to timber harvesting carried out in
accordance with Parts 2-4 of this Article. (As amended by Federal Law of 02.07.2021
No 304-FZ)

Article 30. Timber harvesting by citizens for their own needs

1. Citizens shall have the right to harvest wood for the purposes of heating, erection of
buildings and other personal needs.

2. In places of traditional residence and economic activity of persons belonging to the
indigenous peoples of the North, Siberia and the Far East of the Russian Federation
and leading a traditional way of life, these persons shall have the right to harvest wood
for their own needs free of charge on the basis of the standards established in
accordance with Part 5 of this Article.

3. Parts 1, 2 and 7 of Article 29 of this Code shall not apply to the harvesting of timber
by citizens for their own needs.

4. Citizens shall harvest wood for their own needs on the basis of contracts for the sale
and purchase of forest plantations.



41. Timber harvested by citizens for their own needs may not be alienated or
transferred from one person to another by other means. (Supplemented in part by
Federal Law of 28.12.2013 No 415-F2)

5. The procedure and standards for timber harvesting by citizens for their own needs
shall be established by the laws of the constituent entities of the Russian Federation,
and the procedure and standards for timber harvesting by citizens for their own needs
carried out on the lands of specially protected natural territories of federal significance
shall be established by the federal executive body in charge of specially protected
natural territories.

Article 31. Harvesting resin

1. Harvesting of resin is an entrepreneurial activity related to tapping of coniferous
forest plantations, storage of resin and its removal from the forest.

2. Harvesting of resin is carried out in forests that are intended for timber harvesting.
3. Citizens, legal entities shall harvest resin on the basis of forest lease agreements.
4. The rules for the procurement of resin shall be established by the authorized federal
executive body.

the sale and purchase of forest plantations without the provision of forest plots.

5. The rules for harvesting and harvesting of non-timber forest resources shall be
established by the authorized federal executive body.

Article 33. Harvesting and collection of non-timber forest resources by citizens for their
own needs

1. Harvesting and collection by citizens of non-timber forest resources, with the
exception of spruces and trees of other coniferous species for the New Year holidays,
for their own needs shall be carried out in accordance with Article 11 of this Code. (As
amended by Federal Law of 22.07.2008 No 143-F2)

2. Restriction of harvesting and collection of non-timber forest resources by citizens for
their own needs may be established in accordance with Article 27 of this Code.

3. Parts 1, 3 and 4 of Article 32 of this Code shall not apply to the harvesting and
collection of non-timber forest resources by citizens for their own needs.

4. The procedure for harvesting and collection of non-timber forest resources by
citizens for their own needs shall be established by the law of the subject of the
Russian Federation.

Article 34. Harvesting of edible forest resources and collection of medicinal plants

1. Harvesting of edible forest resources and collection of medicinal plants is an
entrepreneurial activity related to the withdrawal, storage and export of such forest
resources from the forest.

2. Food forest resources, the harvesting of which is carried out in accordance with this
Code, include wild fruits, berries, nuts, mushrooms, seeds, birch sap and similar forest
resources.

3. Citizens, legal entities shall harvest edible forest resources and collect medicinal
plants on the basis of forest lease agreements.

4. Citizens, legal entities engaged in the harvesting of edible forest resources and the
collection of medicinal plants shall have the right to place dryers, mushroom factories,
warehouses and other non-capital structures and structures on the forest plots
provided to them. (As amended by Federal Law of 18.12.2018 No 471-FZ)

5. The rules for harvesting edible forest resources and collecting medicinal plants shall
be established by the authorized federal executive body.



Article 35. Harvesting of edible forest resources by citizens and their collection of
medicinal plants for their own needs

1. Harvesting of edible forest resources and collection of medicinal plants for their own
needs shall be carried out by citizens in accordance with Article 11 of this Code.

2. Restrictions on the harvesting of edible forest resources by citizens and the
collection of medicinal plants by them for their own needs may be established in
accordance with Article 27 of this Code.

3. Parts 1, 3 and 4 of Article 34 of this Code shall not apply to the harvesting of edible
forest resources by citizens and the collection of medicinal plants by them for their own
needs.

4. The procedure for the procurement of edible forest resources by citizens and the
collection of medicinal plants by them for their own needs shall be established by the
law of the subject of the Russian Federation.

Article 36. Use of forests for activities in the field of hunting

1. The use of forests for carrying out activities in the field of hunting economy shall be
carried out on the basis of hunting management agreements with or without the
provision of forest plots.

2. The use of forests for carrying out activities in the field of hunting economy without
the provision of forest plots shall be allowed, if the implementation of these types of
activities does not entail felling of forest stands or the creation of hunting infrastructure
facilities.

3. For carrying out activities in the field of hunting, forest plots that are in state or
municipal ownership shall be provided to legal entities, individual entrepreneurs in
accordance with Article 9 of this Code.

4. On forest plots provided for carrying out activities in the field of hunting economy, it
is allowed to create hunting infrastructure facilities that are non-capital structures,
structures, including fences. (As amended by Federal Law of 18.12.2018 No 471-FZ2)
5. The rules for the use of forests for carrying out activities in the field of hunting
economy and the list of cases of using forests for these purposes without the provision
of forest plots shall be established by the authorized federal executive body.

Article 38. Use of forests for agriculture

1. The use of forests for agriculture (haymaking, grazing of farm animals, beekeeping,
reindeer breeding, velvet antler reindeer breeding, commercial aquaculture
(commercial fish farming), cultivation of agricultural crops and other agricultural
activities) shall be carried out with or without the provision of a forest plot, the
establishment of an easement, a public easement.

2. On forest plots provided for agriculture, it is allowed to place hives and apiaries,
erect fences, sheds and other non-capital structures, structures intended, inter alia, for
commercial aguaculture (commercial fish farming).

3. Citizens, legal entities shall use forests for agriculture on the basis of forest lease
agreements.

4. For the use of forests by citizens for the purpose of carrying out agricultural activities
(including beekeeping) for their own needs, forest plots shall be provided for gratuitous
use or an easement shall be established in accordance with Article 9 of this Code.

5. The rules for the use of forests for agriculture and the list of cases of forest use for
the said purposes without the provision of a forest plot, with or without the
establishment of an easement, a public easement shall be established by the
authorized federal executive body.

Article 381. Use of forests for fishing

1. The use of forests for fishing, with the exception of amateur fishing, shall be carried
out with or without the provision of a forest plot, the establishment or without the
establishment of an easement, a public easement.

2. When using forests for fishing, it is allowed to erect non-capital structures and
structures necessary for fishing on forest plots.

3. Forest plots that are in state or municipal ownership shall be provided for the
purposes of fishing in the territories adjacent to the shoreline of a water body or part
thereof, related to a fishing site.

4. The rules for the use of forests for fishing shall be established by the authorized
federal executive body.

1. Cultivation of forest fruit, berry, ornamental plants, medicinal plants is an
entrepreneurial activity related to the production of fruits, berries, ornamental plants,
medicinal plants and similar forest resources.

2. On forest plots used for growing forest fruit, berry, ornamental plants, medicinal
plants, it is allowed to place non-capital structures and structures. (As amended by
Federal Law of 18.12.2018 No 471-FZ)

3. Citizens, legal entities shall grow forest fruit, berry, ornamental plants, medicinal
plants on the basis of forest lease agreements.

4. The rules for the use of forests for the cultivation of forest fruit, berry, ornamental
plants, and medicinal plants shall be established by the authorized federal executive
body.

Article 391. Establishment and operation of forest nurseries

1. Creation of forest nurseries (permanent, temporary) and their operation are activities
related to the cultivation of seedlings, seedlings of the main forest tree species.

For the purposes of this Code, forest nurseries shall be understood as territories on
which land and forest plots with the necessary infrastructure are located to ensure the
cultivation of seedlings, seedlings of the main forest tree species.

2. Construction, reconstruction and operation of capital construction facilities and
erection of non-capital structures, structures that are intended to ensure the
cultivation of seedlings, seedlings of the main forest tree species (including
warehouses for storing seeds of forest plants, greenhouses and other similar facilities)
shall be allowed on forest plots provided for the creation and operation of forest
nurseries, and shall be recognized as forest infrastructure facilities, the list of which is
approved by the Government of the Russian Federation in accordance with Part 5 of
Article 13 of this Code.

Article 40. Use of forests for research and educational activities

1. Forests can be used for research activities, educational activities by scientific
organizations, educational organizations.

2. For the implementation of research and educational activities, forest plots shall be
provided to state institutions, municipal institutions for permanent (indefinite) use, to
other scientific organizations, educational organizations - for lease.

3. The rules for the use of forests for research and educational activities shall be
established by the authorized federal executive body.

Article 41. Use of forests for recreational activities

1. The use of forests for recreational activities related to the performance of work and
the provision of services in the field of tourism, physical culture and sports, the
organization of recreation and health promotion of citizens shall be carried out with the
provision of forest plots.

2. On the part of the area not exceeding 20 percent of the area of the forest plot
provided for recreational activities, the total area not exceeding one hectare and not
occupied by forest plantations, it is allowed to build, reconstruct and operate capital
construction facilities for the provision of services in the field of tourism, physical
culture and sports, organization of recreation and health promotion of citizens, as well
as erection, operation and dismantling for these purposes non-capital structures,
structures provided for by the list of capital construction facilities not related to the
creation of forest infrastructure, and the list of non-capital structures, structures not
related to the creation of forest infrastructure.

Article 42. Establishment and Operation of Forest Plantations

1. The establishment of forest plantations and their operation shall be an
entrepreneurial activity related to the cultivation of forest plantations of certain species
(target species).

2. Forest plantations of certain species (target species) shall include forest plantations
of artificial origin, due to which the production of wood with specified characteristics is
ensured.

3. Forest plantations may be established on the lands of the forest fund and lands of
other categories.

4. For the establishment of forest plantations and their exploitation, forest plots shall
be leased to citizens and legal entities in accordance with this Code, and land plots
shall be leased in accordance with land legislation.

5. On forest plantations, felling of forest stands and tapping of forest stands shall be
allowed without restrictions.

Article 43. Use of forests for the purpose of geological study of subsoil, exploration and
production of minerals

1. The use of forests for the purpose of geological study of subsoil, exploration and
production of minerals shall be carried out with or without the provision of forest plots,
with or without the establishment of an easement.

2. For the use of forests for the purpose of geological study of subsoil, exploration and
production of minerals, a forest plot that is in state or municipal ownership shall be
leased or leased

In accordance with Article 9 of this Code, an easement may be established in
accordance with Article 9 of this Code.

3. Itis allowed to use forests for the purpose of geological study of subsoil without
providing a forest plot, establishing an easement, if the performance of work for these



purposes does not entail felling of forest stands or construction of capital construction
facilities.

4. In the case provided for by Part 3 of this Article, the use of forests shall be carried
out on the basis of permits of state authorities, local self-government bodies within the
powers of these bodies determined in accordance with Articles 81-84 of this Code.

5. In order to ensure the safety of citizens and create the necessary conditions for the
operation of facilities related to the geological study of subsoil, exploration and
production of minerals, forests shall be used for selective felling and clear cutting of
trees, shrubs, lianas without providing forest plots, without establishing an easement.
(As amended by Federal Law of 02.07.2021 No 303-F2)

6. The rules for the use of forests for geological study of subsoil, exploration and
production of minerals and the list of cases where forests are used for these purposes
without the provision of a forest plot, with or without the establishment of an
easement, shall be established by the authorized federal executive body.

Article 431. Use of forests for exploration activities

1. The use of forests for carrying out survey activities shall be carried out with or
without the provision of forest plots, with or without the establishment of an easement,
a public easement.

2. For the use of forests for the purpose of carrying out survey activities, a forest plot
that is in state or municipal ownership shall be leased or an easement, a public
easement may be established in respect of this forest plot in accordance with Article 9
of this Code.

3. Itis allowed to use forests for carrying out survey activities without providing a forest
plot, establishing an easement, if the implementation of survey activities does not
entail felling of forest stands, on the basis of permits of state authorities, local self-
government bodies within the powers of these bodies determined in accordance with
Articles 81-84 of this Code.

4. When using forests for carrying out survey activities, it is allowed to erect non-capital
structures and structures.

5. The rules for the use of forests for the purpose of carrying out survey activities shall
be established by the authorized federal executive body.

Article 44. Use of forests for the construction and operation of reservoirs and other
artificial water bodies, the creation and expansion of the territories of sea and river



ports, the construction, reconstruction and operation of hydraulic structures

1. The use of forests for the construction and operation of reservoirs and other artificial
water bodies, the creation and expansion of the territories of sea and river ports, the
construction, reconstruction and operation of hydraulic structures shall be carried out
in accordance with Article 21 of this Code.

2. Forest plots shall be used for the construction and operation of reservoirs and other
artificial water bodies, the creation and expansion of the territories of sea and river
ports, the construction, reconstruction and operation of hydraulic structures in
accordance with water legislation.

3. Forest plots that are in state or municipal ownership shall be provided to citizens
and legal entities in accordance with Article 9 of this Code for the construction and
operation of reservoirs and other artificial water bodies, the creation and expansion of
the territories of sea and river ports, the construction, reconstruction and operation of
hydraulic structures.

Article 45. Use of scaffolding for construction, reconstruction, operation of linear
facilities

2. Forest plots that are in state or municipal ownership shall be provided to citizens,
legal entities in accordance with Article 9 of this Code for the construction of linear
facilities.

3. Forest plots that are in state or municipal ownership and on which linear facilities
are located shall be provided on the basis of the rights provided for by Article 9 of this
Code to citizens, legal entities that own, use free of charge, lease, manage or manage
such linear facilities.

1. The use of forests for the creation and operation of timber processing infrastructure
facilities is an entrepreneurial activity related to the creation of facilities for processing
wood and other forest resources, the production of products from them.

2. Forest plots that are in state or municipal ownership shall be leased to citizens, legal
entities for the creation and operation of timber processing infrastructure facilities.

3. In the event that federal laws allow the processing of wood and other forest
resources, the production of products from them by federal state institutions, forest
plots that are in state ownership may be provided to these institutions for this purpose
for permanent (indefinite) use.

4. The rules for the use of forests for the creation and operation of timber processing
infrastructure facilities shall be established by the authorized federal executive body.
(Article as amended by Federal Law of 02.07.2021 No 301-F2)

Article 47. Use of forests for religious activities

1. Forests may be used by religious organizations to carry out religious activities in
accordance with Federal Law No. 125-FZ of September 26, 1997 "On Freedom of
Conscience and Religious Associations".

2. On forest plots provided for religious activities, it is allowed to erect buildings,
structures, structures for religious and charitable purposes.

3. Forest plots that are in state or municipal ownership shall be provided to religious
organizations for gratuitous use for the purpose of carrying out religious activities. (As
amended by Federal Law of 23.06.2014 No 171-F2)



Article 48. Use of Forests in Places of Traditional Residence and Economic Activities of
Persons Belonging to the Indigenous Peoples of the North, Siberia and the Far East of
the Russian Federation

In places of traditional residence and economic activity of persons belonging to the
small indigenous minorities of the North, Siberia and the Far East of the Russian
Federation, the use of forests ensures the protection of the ancestral habitat of these
peoples and their traditional way of life in accordance with Federal Law No. 82-FZ of 30
April 1999 "On Guarantees of the Rights of Small Indigenous Peoples of the Russian
Federation".

Article 49. Forest Use Report

1. A report on the use of forests shall be submitted by citizens, legal entities engaged in
the use of forests to state authorities, local self-government bodies within the limits of
their powers determined in accordance with Articles 81-84 of this Code, directly or
through multifunctional centers for the provision of state and municipal services in the
form of a paper document or in the form of an electronic document signed with an
electronic signature, using public information and telecommunication networks,
including the Internet, including a single portal of state and municipal services.

2. The report on the use of forests shall contain information on the volume of
harvested wood and other forest resources, on the species (species) and assortment
composition of wood, and other information.

3. In order to confirm compliance with the requirements specified in Part 3 of Article
231 of this Code, citizens, legal entities engaged in timber harvesting, with the
exception of persons engaged in timber harvesting in the use of forests in accordance
with Articles 43-46 of this Code, shall attach remote sensing materials (including
aerospace surveys, aerial photography), photo and video recording to the report on the
use of forests. (As amended by Federal Law of 02.07.2021 No 304-F2)

4. The list of information to be included in the forest use report, the procedure for
recording this information, the form and procedure for submitting a forest use report,
as well as the requirements for the format of the forest use report in electronic form
shall be established by the authorized federal executive body.

Article 50. Protection of competition in the field of forest use



1. Monopolistic activities and unfair competition in the field of forest use are
prohibited.

2. Federal executive bodies, state authorities of the constituent entities of the Russian
Federation, local self-government bodies, other bodies or organizations performing the
functions of these bodies shall be prohibited from adopting acts and (or) carrying out
actions (inaction), as well as concluding agreements or carrying out concerted actions
in the field of forest use, which lead or may lead to the prevention, restriction,
elimination of competition.

3. The federal executive body authorized by the Government of the Russian Federation
may establish the maximum volume of timber to be harvested by a person or a group of
persons, except for the cases provided for by Part 8 of Article 80 of this Code. (As
amended by Federal Law of 23.07.2008 No 160-F2)

4. State control over economic concentration in the field of forest use shall be
exercised in accordance with Federal Law No. 135-FZ of July 26, 2006 "On Protection
of Competition".

Chapter 21. Accounting and marking of wood
(Supplemented by the Chapter - Federal Law of 28.12.2013 No 415-F7)

Article 501. Accounting for wood and its processed products

1. In accordance with this Code, wood and products of its processing, the list of which
is determined by the Government of the Russian Federation in accordance with the All-
Russian Classifier of Products by Types of Economic Activity, the Unified Commodity
Nomenclature of Foreign Economic Activity of the Eurasian Economic Union
(hereinafter referred to as timber accounting), shall be subject to accounting.

2. Timber accounting shall be carried out in relation to:

1) wood obtained during the use of forests and during the implementation of measures
for their conservation;

2) transported wood and products of its processing;

3) timber placed in places (points) of timber storage;

4) wood received for processing;

5) wood processing products;

6) wood and products of its processing, which are the subject of transactions with
wood.

3. For the purpose of timber accounting, the volume, species (species) and assortment
composition of wood (hereinafter referred to as wood characteristics) shall be
determined:



1) persons using forests or carrying out measures to preserve forests - in relation to
wood obtained during the use of forests and during the implementation of measures
for their conservation, before its removal from the forest;

2) by bodies of state power, bodies of local self-government authorized in accordance
with Articles 81-84 of this Code to conclude contracts for the purchase and sale of
forest plantations for the own needs of citizens - in relation to wood harvested by
citizens for their own needs;

3) timber owners or persons authorized by them, other persons provided for by Part 5
of Article 504 of this Code - in relation to transported wood;

4) persons owning on the right of ownership or other legal basis places (points) of
timber storage, timber processing infrastructure facilities - in relation to wood, products
of its processing specified in paragraphs 3 - 5 of part 2 of this article;

1. Wood of valuable forest species (oak, beech, ash) determined in accordance with
Part 1 of Article 501 of this Code, the harvesting of which is allowed in accordance with



the legislation of the Russian Federation, shall be subject to mandatory piece marking
by legal entities, individual entrepreneurs exporting it from the Russian Federation. (As
amended by Federal Law of 04.02.2021 No 3-FZ2)

2. Information on the marking of timber specified in Part 1 of this Article shall be
submitted by legal entities, individual entrepreneurs exporting such timber from the
Russian Federation to the Unified State Automated Information System for Accounting
of Timber and Transactions therewith in the form of an electronic document signed with
an electronic signature, using public information and telecommunication networks,
including the Internet, including the unified portal of state and municipal services, no
later than one day before its export from the Russian Federation.

3. Marking of wood specified in Part 1 of this Article shall provide for the possibility of
applying and reading information about the marked wood using technical means.

4. The procedure for labeling and requirements for the labeling of timber specified in
Part 1 of this Article, the list of information on the labeling of the said timber submitted
to the Unified State Automated Information System for Accounting of Timber and
Transactions therewith in accordance with Part 2 of this Article shall be established by
the Government of the Russian Federation.

1. Transportation, including on the basis of a transportation agreement, of timber and
products of its processing specified in Part 1 of Article 501 of this Code by any means
of transport shall be allowed after the formation in the state forest register or with the
help of specialized software in accordance with Part 4 of Article 935 of this Code of an
electronic accompanying document, which indicates information about the ownet,
consignor, consignee, timber carrier, its volume, species (species) and assortment
composition, points of departure and destination, details of timber transactions (in
case of timber transactions), as well as the number of the state registration plate of the
vehicle on which timber is transported (in case of its transportation by road).

2. An electronic accompanying document shall be drawn up by the owners of the wood
or persons authorized by them.

3. The requirements provided for by Parts 1 and 2 of this Article shall not apply to the
transportation of wood:

1) harvested by citizens for their own needs;

2) by a person who has acquired the right of ownership to timber in connection with the
use of forests on the basis provided for by this Code, if such operations are carried out
within the boundaries of the cutting area;

3) in the amount of up to 10 cubic meters

meters in case of purchase on the retail market or in a retail organization.

4. Transportation of timber harvested by citizens for their own needs shall be allowed in
the presence of a relevant contract for the sale and purchase of forest plantations,
information about which is contained in the state forest register, from the place of
harvesting of such wood to the place of its use in accordance with the purposes
determined by Part 1 of Article 30 of this Code.

5. In case of purchase of timber at a retail market or in a retail trade organization, its
transportation shall be carried out in the presence of a primary accounting document
on the trade transaction. In case of purchase of timber in the retail market or in a retail
organization in the amount of 10 cubic meters or more, the formation of an electronic
accompanying document in the state forest register is carried out by the seller. At the
same time, information about the destination, the number of the state registration
plate of the vehicle on which the timber is transported is not indicated. The buyer is
provided with a copy of the generated electronic accompanying document on paper or
the details of such a document in the state forest register. The validity of such a
document is terminated automatically upon the expiration of seven days from the date
of its formation.



6. Information on the termination of the electronic accompanying document shall be
entered into the federal state information system of the forest complex upon the arrival
of the vehicle on which the timber is transported to the point of destination. At the
same time, the date and time of arrival of the specified vehicle are recorded.

7. Transportation of timber by road shall be allowed if the vehicles are equipped with
technical means of control specified in Article 963 of this Code.

8. The form of an electronic accompanying document, the composition of the
information to be included therein, as well as the requirements for the format and
procedure for filling it out shall be established by the Government of the Russian
Federation.

5. The composition of the information included in the timber balance report shall be
established by the authorized federal executive body.

1. Production of wood processing products specified in Part 1 of Article 501 of this
Code shall be allowed only at timber processing infrastructure facilities, information
about which is entered in the state forest register.

2. Persons who legally own timber processing infrastructure facilities shall, in
accordance with the procedure established by Article 501 of this Code, enter into the
state forest register information on the characteristics of:

1) timber that is supplied to the timber processing infrastructure facility;

3. The persons specified in Part 2 of this Article shall enter the information provided for
by this Part in accordance with Part 4 of Article 935 of this Code upon the receipt of
timber at the timber processing infrastructure facility or wood processing at the said
facility, but not later than one working day from the date of occurrence of the relevant
event. Entry of such information shall be accompanied by automatic generation in the
state forest register of a report on wood, wood processing products specified in Part 2
of this Article (hereinafter referred to as the report on wood and products thereof).

Article 531. Forest fire prevention

1. Prevention of forest fires shall include fire-fighting arrangement of forests,
acquisition and maintenance of means for prevention and extinguishing of forest fires,
fire-prevention propaganda and training of the population in fire safety measures in
forests.

2. Fire-fighting arrangement of forests is a set of measures aimed at preventing the
spread of forest fires.

3. Fire-fighting arrangement of forests shall be carried out on the basis of the plan of
fire-fighting arrangement of forests in the territory of the forestry and the plan of fire-
fighting arrangement of forests in the territory of the constituent entity of the Russian
Federation.

4. Measures of fire-fighting arrangement of forests shall include:

1) creation, maintenance and operation of forest roads intended for the protection of
forests from fires;

2) creation, maintenance and operation of landing sites used for the purpose of
carrying out aerial work to protect forests from fires;

3) laying of glades, fire breaks, installation of fire-fighting mineralized strips;

4) creation, maintenance and operation of fire observation posts (towers, masts,
pavilions and other observation posts);

5) creation of conditions for water intake from external water supply sources at any
time of the year for the purpose of extinguishing forest fires;

6) carrying out hydro-reclamation of lands;

7) reduction of natural fire hazard of forests by regulating the species composition of
forest stands;

8) carrying out preventive controlled fire-fighting burning of brushwood, forest litter, dry
grass and other forest combustible materials;

9) other measures determined by the Government of the Russian Federation.

5. The width of the glades specified in Clause 3 of Part 4 of this Article shall be
established within the range of 10 to 100 meters in accordance with the forest
legislation and the legislation of the Russian Federation on fire safety.

6. The measures of fire-fighting arrangement of forests specified in Part 4 of this Article
on forest plots provided for permanent (indefinite) use, gratuitous use, lease or used on
the basis of an easement, public easement shall be carried out by tenants of a forest
plot, land users, owners of an easement, public easement.

7. Fire-fighting distances within which forest stands are felled, sanitary and
recreational measures, and forest combustible materials are cleaned shall be



established in accordance with forest legislation and the legislation of the Russian
Federation on fire safety.

8. Acquisition and maintenance of forest fire prevention and extinguishing equipment
shall include:

1) purchase of fire-fighting equipment and inventory;

1) the list and composition of forest fire formations, fire-fighting machinery and
equipment, fire-fighting equipment and inventory, other means of prevention and
extinguishing of forest fires in the relevant territory, the procedure for attracting and
using such means in accordance with the level of fire danger in forests;

2) a list of forces and means of fire protection units and emergency rescue teams that
can be involved in the established procedure for extinguishing forest fires, and the
procedure for involving such forces and means in accordance with the level of fire
danger in forests;

3) measures for the coordination of work related to forest fire extinguishing;

4) measures to create a reserve of fire-fighting machinery and equipment, fire-fighting
equipment and inventory, vehicles and fuels and lubricants;

5) other measures.

2. In the event that the forest fire extinguishing plan provides for the involvement of
forces and means of fire protection units and emergency rescue teams in accordance
with the established procedure, it shall be subject to coordination with the relevant
federal executive bodies.

3. The consolidated plan for extinguishing forest fires in the territory of a constituent
entity of the Russian Federation shall be approved by the highest official of the
constituent entity of the Russian Federation in coordination with the authorized federal
executive body. (As amended by Federal Law of 08.08.2024 No 232-F7)

4. The procedure for the development and approval of a forest fire extinguishing plan
and its form, the procedure for the development of a consolidated forest fire
extinguishing plan in the territory of a constituent entity of the Russian Federation, its
form and standards for the provision of forest fire formations, fire-fighting machinery
and equipment, fire-fighting equipment and inventory, and other means of forest fire
prevention and extinguishing shall be established by the Government of the Russian
Federation.

2. In the event of detection of a forest fire in the relevant forest area, persons using
forests shall immediately inform the specialized dispatch service and take all possible
measures to prevent the spread of forest fire.

21. Persons to whom forest plots have been granted for permanent (indefinite) use,
gratuitous use or lease, as well as easement holders, shall take part in the
implementation of measures to extinguish a forest fire in the relevant forest area
(within the boundaries of the relevant easement), except for the implementation of
measures provided for in paragraphs 41 and 42 of part 1 of this article, in accordance
with the consolidated plan for extinguishing forest fires in the territory of the
constituent entity of the Russian Federation Federation.

1. Measures to eliminate an emergency situation in forests that has arisen

2. The classification of emergency situations in forests caused by forest fires, the
procedure for the introduction of emergency situations in forests caused by forest fires,
and the interaction of state authorities, local self-government bodies in conditions of
such emergencies shall be established by the Government of the Russian Federation.
3. When carrying out the measures specified in Part 1 of this Article in forest plots
located within the boundaries of the territory recognized as an emergency zone,
selective felling and clear cutting of forest stands shall be allowed without the provision
of forest plots, including for the purpose of creating fire breaks. The decision to carry
out such felling shall be made by the state authorities or local self-government bodies
within the limits of their powers determined in accordance with Articles 81-84 of this
Code.

4. Involvement of citizens, legal entities in the implementation of measures to
eliminate an emergency situation in forests caused by forest fires shall be carried out
in accordance with the Federal Law "On the Protection of the Population and Territories
from Natural and Man-made Emergencies".

Article 537. Measures to eliminate the consequences of an emergency situation in
forests caused by forest fires

1. Measures to eliminate the consequences of an emergency situation in forests
caused by forest fires, including forest plots leased for timber harvesting, shall be
carried out by state authorities, local self-government bodies within the powers of
these bodies determined in accordance with Articles 81-84 of this Code.

3. Citizens shall have the right to harvest wood for their own needs, harvest and collect
non-timber forest resources for their own needs on forest plots where the
consequences of an emergency situation in forests caused by forest fires are
eliminated as a matter of priority, in the manner prescribed by Articles 30 and 33 of
this Code.

4. When procuring works to meet state and municipal needs to eliminate the
consequences of an emergency situation in forests caused by forest fires, forest
plantations shall be sold for timber harvesting in the manner prescribed by Part 3 of
Article 19 of this Code.

5. The volume of timber harvested during the liquidation of an emergency situation in
forests caused by forest fires and the consequences of this emergency shall not be
included in the allowable cutting area.

6. Based on the results of the implementation of measures to eliminate an emergency
situation in forests caused by forest fires and the consequences of this emergency,
amendments shall be made to the forest plan of the constituent entity of the Russian
Federation, forestry regulations and forest development projects.

Chapter 31. Forest protection

Article 601. General provisions on the protection of forests

1. Forests shall be protected from harmful organisms (viable plants of any species,
varieties or biological types, animals or pathogenic organisms of any kind, biological
types that can harm forests and forest resources).

2. Forest protection shall be aimed at identifying harmful organisms in forests and
preventing their spread, and in case of occurrence of pest outbreaks, at their
elimination.

3. Protection of forests from harmful organisms included in the list of quarantine
objects shall be carried out in accordance with Federal Law No. 206-FZ of July 21,
2014 "On Plant Quarantine".

4. Forest protection shall be carried out by state authorities, local self-government
bodies within the limits of their powers determined in accordance with Articles 81-84
of this Code, unless otherwise provided for by this Code or other federal laws.

5. Failure by citizens, legal entities engaged in the use of forests to comply with the
forestry regulations and the forest development project in terms of forest protection
shall be grounds for early termination of forest lease agreements, forest plantation
purchase and sale agreements, as well as for compulsory termination of the right of
permanent (indefinite) use of forest plots or the right of gratuitous use of forest plots,
termination of an easement, public easement. (As amended by Federal Law of

Article 602. Forest protection measures



1. Forest protection includes the implementation of sanitary safety measures in forests
and the elimination of pest outbreaks.

2. Protection of forests located on the lands of the forest fund, lands of defense and
security, lands of specially protected natural territories shall be carried out in
accordance with this Code.

2. Forest pathology surveys shall be carried out using ground and (or) remote methods,
visual and instrumental methods that provide the necessary accuracy of assessment
of the sanitary and forest pathological state of forests.

3. Based on the results of the forest pathology survey, a forest pathology survey report
shall be drawn up, which shall be approved by the state authority or local self-
government body within the scope of their powers determined in accordance with
Articles 81-84 of this Code, and shall be posted on the official website of the state
authority or local self-government body on the Internet and within three working days
from the date of its approval. shall be sent in the form of an electronic document
signed with an enhanced qualified electronic signature using the unified system of
interdepartmental electronic interaction or public information and telecommunication
networks, including the Internet, to the federal executive body authorized by the
Government of the Russian Federation.

5) carrying out other works to protect forests from harmful organisms using aircraft.

2. The procedure for organizing and performing aerial work on forest protection shall be
established by the authorized federal executive body.

Article 6011. Forest Protection Report
1. A report on forest protection shall be submitted by citizens, legal entities to state

authorities, local self-government bodies within their powers determined in accordance
with Articles 81-84 of this Code, directly or through multifunctional centers for the



provision of state and municipal services in the form of a paper document or in the
form of an electronic document signed with an electronic signature, using information
and telecommunication public networks, including the Internet, including the unified
portal of state and municipal services.

2. The report on forest protection shall contain information on measures to protect
forests from harmful organisms, including information on areas where sanitary and
health measures have been carried out, and other information.

3. The list of information to be included in the forest protection report, the form and
procedure for submitting the forest protection report, as well as the requirements for
the format of the forest protection report in electronic form shall be established by the
authorized federal executive body.

1. Forests shall be protected from pollution and other negative impacts in accordance
with this Code, Federal Law No. 7-FZ of January 10, 2002 "On Environmental
Protection" and other federal laws.

2. When using forests, protecting forests from fires, protecting and reproducing forests,
including when performing logging operations, the requirements established by the
legislation of the Russian Federation for the protection of the environment from
pollution and other negative impacts shall be observed, measures shall be taken to
protect forests from pollution (including oil, radioactive and other) and other negative
impacts, including measures to preserve forest plantations, forest soils, habitats of
wildlife, other natural objects in forests, and should also be carried out, including
through reforestation and afforestation, reclamation of lands on which forests are
located and which have been subjected to pollution and other negative impact.

3. Protection of forests from pollution and other negative impact shall be carried out by
individuals and legal entities, bodies of state power, bodies of local self-government
within the limits of their powers determined in accordance with this Code and Federal
Law No. 7-FZ of January 10, 2002 "On Environmental Protection".

4. The specifics of the reclamation of the lands specified in Part 2 of this Article,
measures for the conservation of forest plantations, forest soils, habitats of wildlife,



and other natural objects in forests shall be approved by the Government of the
Russian Federation.

5. Failure by citizens, legal entities engaged in the use of forests to comply with the
forestry regulations and the forest development project in terms of protecting forests
from pollution and other negative impact shall be grounds for early termination of
forest lease agreements, forest plantation purchase and sale agreements, as well as
for compulsory termination of the right of permanent (indefinite) use of a forest plot or
the right of gratuitous use of a forest plot, termination of the easement, public
easement.

Article 6013. Features of forest protection from radioactive contamination

1. In order to protect forests from radioactive contamination, radiation inspection of
forests shall be carried out and zones of their radioactive contamination shall be
established.

2. The specifics of the implementation of preventive and rehabilitation measures in the
zones of radioactive contamination of forests shall be established by the authorized
federal executive body.

Article 6014. Features of forest protection from oil pollution

1. In order to protect forests, including forest plantations, forest soils, habitat of wildlife
and other natural objects in forests, from oil pollution, measures shall be taken to
prevent and eliminate oil and oil product spills.

2. Oil-contaminated lands on which forests are located shall be subject to reclamation.
3. Specifics of forest protection from oil pollution, as well as implementation of
measures to prevent and eliminate oil and oil products spills shall be established by
the authorized federal executive body.

Article 6015. Features of Protection of Rare and Endangered Trees, Shrubs, Lianas,
and Other Forest Plants

1. Protection of rare and endangered trees, shrubs, lianas, and other forest plants
listed in the Red Book of the Russian Federation or the Red Books of the Constituent
Entities of the Russian Federation shall be carried out in accordance with Federal Law
No. 7-FZ of January 10, 2002 "On Environmental Protection".

2. The specifics of the protection of flora objects specified in Part 1 of this Article and
located in forests shall be established by the authorized federal executive body.



Article 6016. Report on the Protection of Forests from Pollution and Other Negative
Impacts

1. A report on the protection of forests from pollution and other negative impact shall
be submitted by citizens, legal entities carrying out measures to protect forests from
pollution and other negative impact, to state authorities, local self-government bodies
within the limits of their powers determined in accordance with Articles 81-84 of this
Code, directly or through multifunctional centers for the provision of state and
municipal services in the form of a document for the on paper or in the form of an
electronic document signed with an electronic signature, using public information and
telecommunication networks, including the Internet, including the Unified Portal of
State and Municipal Services.

2. The report on the protection of forests from pollution and other negative impacts
shall contain information on measures to protect forests, including forest plantations,
forest soils, habitats of wildlife, other natural objects in forests, from pollution and
other negative impacts, and other information.

3. The list of information to be included in the report on the protection of forests from
pollution and other negative impacts, the form and procedure for submitting a report
on the protection of forests from pollution and other negative impacts, as well as the
requirements for the format of the report on the protection of forests from pollution and
other negative impacts in electronic form shall be established by the authorized federal
executive body.

Chapter 4. Forest reproduction and afforestation
Article 61. General provisions on forest reproduction

1. Felled, dead, damaged forests shall be subject to reproduction, including with the
use of seedlings, seedlings of the main forest tree species grown in forest nurseries.

2. Forest reproduction includes:

1) forest seed production;

2) reforestation;

3) forest care;

4) attribution of lands intended for reforestation to lands on which forests are located.

4. Failure by citizens, legal entities engaged in the use of forests to comply with forestry
regulations, forest development project, reforestation project or afforestation project in
terms of forest reproduction or afforestation shall be grounds for early termination of
forest lease agreements, forest plantation purchase and sale agreements, as well as
for compulsory termination of the right of permanent (indefinite) use of forest plots or
the right of gratuitous use of forest plots, termination of easement, public easement.

Article 611. State monitoring of forest reproduction

1. State monitoring of forest reproduction is a system of observations of the state of
forests requiring reproduction and forests in which their reproduction is carried out, as
well as analysis, assessment and forecast of changes in their condition for the purpose
of management in the field of forest reproduction and ensuring their reproduction.

2. State monitoring of forest reproduction shall be a part of state environmental
monitoring (state environmental monitoring).

3. State monitoring of forest reproduction shall include:

1) assessment of changes in the area of lands on which forests are located;

2) identification of forests requiring reproduction;

3) assessment of qualitative and quantitative characteristics of forest plantations in
forest reproduction;

4) assessment of the established requirements for the cultivation of seedlings,
seedlings of the main forest tree species in forest nurseries;

5) assessment of the quality of seeds of forest plants and seedlings, seedlings of the
main forest tree species used in forest reproduction;

6) assessment of the effectiveness of forest reproduction, including in accordance with
Article 631 of this Code.

4. State monitoring of forest reproduction shall be carried out using ground-based
methods and (or) remote sensing methods.

5. State monitoring of forest reproduction shall be carried out by an authorized federal
executive body or a state institution subordinate to the authorized federal executive
body.

6. The procedure for state monitoring of forest reproduction shall be established by the
authorized federal executive body.

Article 62. Reforestation

1. Reforestation shall be carried out in a natural, artificial or combined way in order to
restore felled, dead, damaged forests, as well as to preserve the useful functions of
forests and their biological diversity.

2. Natural reforestation shall take place as a result of natural processes and the
implementation of measures to promote natural reforestation, including the
preservation of viable rooted undergrowth and young trees of the main forest tree
species during felling of forest stands, care for the undergrowth of the main forest tree
species, mineralization of the soil surface, as well as other measures provided for by
the rules of reforestation.

3. Artificial reforestation is an activity related to the cultivation of forest plantations,
including sowing, planting of seedlings, seedlings of the main forest tree species,
agrotechnical care of forest plantations (loosening of soil, destruction or prevention of
the appearance of undesirable vegetation and other measures aimed at increasing the
survival rate of seedlings, seedlings of the main forest tree species and improving their
growth conditions), as well as other measures provided for by the rules of reforestation,
until the lands on which artificial reforestation is carried out are classified as lands on
which forests are located.

4. Combined reforestation is a combination of natural and artificial reforestation.

5. Reforestation shall be carried out by persons felling forest stands in accordance with
this Code, except for the cases provided for by Parts 2 and 4 of Article 291, Article 30
and Part 41 of Article 32 of this Code.

6. Reforestation shall be carried out in accordance with the reforestation project, which
shall be developed in accordance with Article 891 of this Code.

7. The rules for reforestation shall be established by the authorized federal executive
body.

Article 63. Afforestation
1. Afforestation shall be carried out on the lands of the forest fund and on lands of

other categories in order to prevent soil erosion and other purposes related to
increasing the potential of forests.

Article 631. Features of reforestation and afforestation by certain categories of persons

1. Unless otherwise provided for by this Article, persons using forests in accordance
with Articles 43-46 of this Code shall be obliged to ensure reforestation or afforestation
on an area equal to the area of felled forest plantations, including when establishing or
changing zones with special conditions for the use of territories provided for by Article
21 of this Code.

2. Unless otherwise provided for by this Article, persons in whose interests the transfer
of forest fund lands to lands of other categories is carried out, including without making
a decision on the transfer of land plots from forest fund lands to lands of other
categories, shall be obliged to ensure reforestation or afforestation on an area equal to
the area of forest lands located on such land plot excluded from forest fund lands.

3. Reforestation or afforestation carried out in accordance with Parts 1 and 2 of this
Article on the lands of the forest fund shall be carried out in the subject of the Russian
Federation, on the territory of which the felling of forest stands was carried out or the
transfer of forest fund lands to lands of other categories was carried out, including
without making a decision on the transfer of land plots from the forest fund lands to
lands of other categories, or in coordination with the authorized federal executive body
in the territories of other constituent entities of the Russian Federation determined by
such federal executive body.

4. Reforestation or afforestation carried out in accordance with Parts 1 and 2 of this
Article may be carried out on lands of other categories in coordination with the
authorized federal executive body in the manner established by the Government of the
Russian Federation.

5. The persons specified in Parts 1 and 2 of this Article shall carry out reforestation or
afforestation on their own account or with the involvement of other persons at their
own expense.

6. The persons specified in Parts 1, 2 and 5 of this Article, not later than three years,
unless otherwise provided for by other federal laws, after felling of forest stands in the
case specified in Part 1 of this Article, or after the transfer of forest fund lands to lands
of other categories in the case specified in Part 2 of this Article, shall ensure the
planting of seedlings, seedlings of the main forest tree species grown in forest



nurseries, and agrotechnical care of forest plants of the main forest tree species for
three years from the date of planting.

7. This Article shall not apply to the following cases:

1) use of forests in accordance with Part 5 of Article 43 and Part 4 of Article 45 of this
Code;

2) felling of forest plantations in the course of geological study of subsoil;

3) transfer of forest fund lands to lands of specially protected territories and facilities
for the purpose of creating specially protected natural territories of federal significance
or to lands of industry, energy, transport, communications, broadcasting, television,
informatics, lands for space activities, lands of defense, security and other special
purposes for the purpose of ensuring the defense of the country and security of the
state.

8. In the event that the person in whose interests the transfer of a land plot within the
forest fund lands to lands of other categories has felled forest plantations within the
boundaries of such a plot, in connection with which the said person has carried out
reforestation or afforestation provided for by Part 1 of this Article, the obligation to
reforestation or afforestation provided for by Part 2 of this Article shall not arise in
relation to a part of the area of the relevant land of the site on which the specified
felling of forest stands was carried out.

Article 64. Forest care

1. Forest care is the implementation of measures aimed at increasing the productivity
of forests, preserving their useful functions (felling of part of trees, shrubs, agroforestry
and other measures).

2. Forest care shall be carried out by persons using forests on the basis of a forest
development project.

3. The rules for forest care shall be established by the authorized federal executive
body.

Article 641. Classification of lands intended for reforestation as lands on which forests
are located

1. In the event that forest plantations comply with the criteria and requirements
established by the authorized federal executive body, the lands intended for



reforestation shall be classified as lands on which forests are located by state
authorities and local self-government bodies within the limits of their powers
determined in accordance with Articles 81-84 of this Code.

2) creation and allocation of forest seed production facilities (forest seed plantations,
permanent forest seed plots and similar facilities);

3) formation of the federal fund of seeds of forest plants;

4) seed control in relation to seeds of forest plants; (As amended by Federal Law of

3. Improved and varietal seeds of forest plants or, if such seeds are not available,
normal seeds of forest plants shall be used in forest reproduction.

4. In the course of forest reproduction, it is not allowed to use non-zoned seeds of
forest plants, as well as seeds of forest plants, the sowing and other qualities of which
have not been tested.

5. The procedure for the use of zoned seeds of forest plants of the main forest tree
species and the rules for the creation and allocation of forest seed production facilities
(forest seed plantations, permanent forest seed plots and similar facilities) shall be
established by the authorized federal executive body. (As amended by Federal Law of
29.12.2010 No 442-FZ)

Article 66. Forest Reproduction and Afforestation Report



1. A report on forest reproduction and afforestation shall be submitted by citizens, legal
entities engaged in forest reproduction and afforestation to state authorities, local self-
government bodies within the limits of their powers determined in accordance with
Articles 81-84 of this Code, directly or through multifunctional centers for the provision
of state and municipal services in the form of a paper document or in the form of an
electronic document. signed with an electronic signature, using public information and
telecommunication networks, including the Internet, including the Unified Portal of
State and Municipal Services.

2. The report on forest reproduction and afforestation shall contain information on
measures for reforestation and afforestation, on the area on which forest reproduction
is carried out, on the characteristics of seeds of forest plants and seedlings, seedlings
of the main forest tree species used in forest reproduction, and other information. (As
amended by Federal Law of 02.07.2021 No 303-F2)

3. Citizens, legal entities carrying out reforestation, in order to confirm compliance with
the rules of reforestation, shall attach remote sensing materials (including aerospace
surveys, aerial photography), photo and video recording to the report on forest
reproduction.

4. The list of information to be included in the report on forest reproduction and
afforestation, the procedure for recording this information, the form and procedure for
submitting the report on forest reproduction and afforestation, as well as the
requirements for the format of the report on forest reproduction and afforestation in
electronic form shall be established by the authorized federal executive body.

1. Design of forest conservation measures provided for in Article 19 of the

of this Code, is carried out within the boundaries of forest districts, district forestries,
forest plots in order to determine the types and volumes of appropriate measures,
including felling of forest stands when cutting down dead and damaged forest stands,
forest care.

2. Requirements for the design of forest conservation measures shall be established
by forest management instructions.

Article 701. Design of forest plots

1. When designing forest plots, the design documentation of forest plots shall be
prepared in accordance with this Article, except for the cases of designing forest plots
for the purpose of construction, reconstruction of linear facilities, for the
implementation of which the preparation of documentation on the planning of the
territory is required. (As amended by Federal Law of 04.08.2023 No 430-F2)

2. The design documentation of forest plots shall be developed in the form of an
electronic document signed with an enhanced qualified electronic signature.

3. The design documentation of forest plots shall specify the area of the projected
forest plot, a description of its location and boundaries, the purpose and type of
permitted use of forests, as well as other quantitative and qualitative characteristics of
the forest plot.

4. The location, boundaries and area of forest plots shall be determined taking into
account the boundaries and area of forest quarters and (or) forest assessment plots,
parts of forest assessment plots.

5. The intended purpose and type of permitted use of forests shall be indicated in the
design documentation of the forest plot in accordance with the forestry regulations and
information contained in the state forest register.

6. The design of forest plots shall be carried out within the boundaries of forestries.

7. In case of provision of forest plots for permanent (indefinite) use, lease (in case of
conclusion of a lease agreement for a forest plot in accordance with Part 3 of Article
731 of this Code), gratuitous use, the performance of work on the preparation of
project documentation for forest plots may be ensured by an interested person.

8. The design documentation of a forest plot shall be approved by a decision of the
state authority, local government body exercising the powers to provide forest plots in
accordance with Articles 81-84 of this Code. The design documentation of a forest plot
may be sent for approval to these bodies using public information and
telecommunication networks, including the Internet, including the unified portal of
state and municipal services.

9. The validity period of the decision to approve the design documentation of a forest
plot shall be two years.

10. State authorities, local self-government bodies exercising powers to provide forest
plots in accordance with Articles 81-84 of this Code may decide to refuse to approve
the design documentation of forest plots.

Article 801. Preparation and organization of an open tender for the right to conclude a
lease agreement for a forest plot in state or municipal ownership for timber harvesting

1. An open tender for the right to conclude a lease agreement for a forest plot in state
or municipal ownership for timber harvesting (hereinafter also referred to as the
tender) shall be held on the basis of a decision of the state authority or local self-
government body disposing of forest plots in accordance with the powers determined
in accordance with Articles 81-84 of this Code, adopted on the basis of an application
for a tender, filed by the person specified in Part 2 of this Article.

2. A legal entity, an individual entrepreneur owning, on the right of ownership or on
other legal grounds, timber processing infrastructure facilities intended for the
production of wood products with a high share of added value, the types of which are
determined by the Government of the Russian Federation in accordance with the All-
Russian Classifier of Products by Type of Economic Activity, the Commodity
Nomenclature, may apply for a tender foreign economic activity of the Eurasian
Economic Union (hereinafter referred to as the objects of deep wood processing). (As
amended by Federal Law of 02.07.2021 No 302-F2)

3. The application for holding a tender shall be submitted on paper or in the form of an
electronic document signed with a simple electronic signature, using the information
and telecommunication network "Internet".

4. The application for holding a tender shall be accompanied by documents containing
the technical characteristics and parameters of the objects of deep wood processing
and the justification of the need for an additional volume of timber harvesting of a
certain species (species) and assortment composition in order to provide raw materials
for these objects (hereinafter also referred to as the additional need for wood).

5. The requirements for the content of the documents specified in Part 4 of this Article,
the procedure and methods for filing an application for a tender and the documents
attached thereto, as well as the requirements for their format, if they are submitted in
the form of electronic documents, shall be approved by the authorized federal
executive body.

6. The procedure for consideration of an application for a tender, the methodology for
assessing the additional need for timber and the availability of forest plots in the
territory of a constituent entity of the Russian Federation, the parameters of forest use



within the boundaries of which make it possible to meet the additional demand for
timber, shall be approved by the Government of the Russian Federation.

7. The decision to hold a tender or to refuse to hold a tender shall be made by the state
authority or local self-government body within one month from the date of receipt of
the application for holding a tender.

8. The decision to refuse to hold a tender shall be made in the following cases:

1) the application is filed by a person who does not meet the requirements provided for
by Part 2 of this Article;

2) the application is filed in relation to a forest plot that has already been provided to
other citizens or legal entities;

2) an extract from the Unified State Register of Real Estate in relation to the forest plot
proposed for lease;

3) a draft lease agreement for a forest plot;

4) the application form for participation in the tender, as well as instructions for filling it
out.

19. A citizen or a legal entity has the right to submit only one application for
participation in the competition.

20. The application for participation in the tender shall be accompanied by the
documents provided for by Part 4 of this Article.

21. The grounds for refusal of admission to participate in the competition shall be:

1) non-compliance of the submitted application for participation in the tender with the
requirements established by this Article;

2) submission of an application for participation in the tender by a person to whom a
forest plot may not be leased in accordance with this Code and other federal laws;

3) submission of an application for participation in the tender by a person who does not
meet the requirements imposed in accordance with Part 2 of this Article on the persons
who have the right to send an application for the organization and conduct of the
tender to the state authority, local self-government body within the limits of their
powers determined in accordance with Articles 81-84 of this Code;

4) submission of an application for participation in the tender by the person in respect
of whom the procedures applied in the bankruptcy case are carried out;

5) the applicant-legal entity is in the process of liquidation or the applicant-citizen
ceases to operate as an individual entrepreneur;

Article 91. State Forest Register

1. The State Forest Register is a systematized set of documented information on
forests, on their use, protection, protection, reproduction, and on forestries. (As
amended by Federal Law of 27.12.2018 No 538-FZ2)

2. The State Forest Register shall contain documented information:



1) on the composition and boundaries of forest fund lands, the composition of lands of
other categories on which forests are located; (As amended by Federal Law of
29.06.2015 No 206-FZ)

2) forest districts, their boundaries, their forest quarters and forest assessment plots;
(As amended by Federal Laws of 29.06.2015 No 206-FZ, of 27.12.2018 No 538-F2)
3) protective forests, their categories, operational forests, reserve forests, their

4) on specially protected areas of forests, on their boundaries, on zones with special

5) forest plots and their boundaries; (As amended by Federal Law of 29.06.2015 No

Article 96. Federal State Forest Control (Supervision)

>

1. Federal state forest control (supervision) (hereinafter referred to as state
supervision) shall be carried out by federal executive bodies authorized by the
Government of the Russian Federation, executive bodies of the constituent entities of
the Russian Federation within the framework of the delegated powers of the Russian
Federation to exercise state supervision. The exercise of state supervision may be
entrusted to state institutions subordinate to the federal executive body within the
powers of the said federal executive body, to state institutions subordinate to the state
authorities of the constituent entities of the Russian Federation within the powers of
these bodies. (As amended by Federal Law of 08.08.2024 No 232-FZ)

2. The subject of state supervision shall be compliance by legal entities, individual
entrepreneurs and citizens with the requirements established by this Code, other
federal laws and other regulatory legal acts of the Russian Federation adopted in
accordance with them, laws and other regulatory legal acts of the constituent entities
of the Russian Federation in the field of use, protection, protection, reproduction of
forests and afforestation (including in the field of fire safety in forests), in the field of
seed production in relation to seeds of forest plants, with the exception of mandatory
requirements in the field of acceptance, transportation, processing and storage of
wood and its traceability, accounting for wood and transactions with it.

3. The organization and implementation of state supervision shall be regulated by
Federal Law No. 248-FZ of July 31, 2020 "On State Control (Supervision) and Municipal
Control in the Russian Federation".

4. The Regulations on State Supervision shall be approved by the Government of the
Russian Federation.

5. Officials of the state supervision bodies, state institutions specified in Part 1 of this
Article, along with the rights provided for by Federal Law No. 248-FZ of July 31, 2020
"On State Control (Supervision) and Municipal Control in the Russian Federation", to
the extent of the control (supervisory) actions carried out, shall have the right:

1) in order to prevent violation of mandatory requirements, suspend felling of forest
stands carried out by persons who do not have the documents provided for by this
Code;

2) inspect vehicles in accordance with the established procedure and, if necessary,
detain them.

Article 981. Register of unscrupulous tenants of forest plots and buyers of forest
plantations

1. The register of unscrupulous tenants of forest plots and buyers of forest plantations
(hereinafter also referred to as the register) shall be maintained by the authorized
federal executive body.

2. The register shall include information on tenants and buyers with whom contracts
have been terminated in accordance with Part 2 of Article 24, Part 8 of Article 51, Part
5 of Article 601, Part 5 of Article 6012 and Part 4 of Article 61 of this Code or with
Article 619 of the Civil Code of the Russian Federation, as well as information on
violations of forest legislation by these persons, information on persons who have
evaded the conclusion of a lease agreement for a forest plot that is in state or
municipal ownership, or the conclusion of a contract for the sale and purchase of forest
plantations. (As amended by Federal Law of 29.12.2017 No 471-FZ)

1) name, location - for a legal entity, surname, name, patronymic - for an individual
entrepreneur;

2) taxpayer identification number;

construction facility is located, or if the specified land plot is located in the inter-
settlement territory, a notification of the detection of an unauthorized construction with
the attachment of documents confirming this fact shall be submitted to the local
government body of the municipal district. The form of the notification on the detection
of an unauthorized construction, the list of documents confirming the presence of
signs of an unauthorized construction shall be established in accordance with the
legislation on urban planning.

Article 983. Provision of forest protection officials

1. Officials of the authorized bodies and their subordinate state and municipal
institutions specified in Parts 2 and 3 of Article 982 of this Code (hereinafter referred to
as forest protection officials) shall have the right to carry, store and use special means,
service weapons, as well as civilian self-defense weapons and hunting firearms
permitted as service weapons in the manner established by Federal Law No. 14, 1999
77-FZ"0On Departmental Security".

Article 116. Urban forests

1. Urban forests include forests located on the lands of settlements within one
municipality. (As amended by the Federal Law

dated 02.07.2021 No 304-F2)

1) the use of toxic chemicals;

2) implementation of activities in the field of hunting economy;

3) farming;

4) exploration and production of minerals;

5) construction of capital construction facilities, with the exception of bicycle, bicycle
and pedestrian, pedestrian and jogging paths, ski and roller tracks, if such facilities are
capital construction facilities, and hydraulic structures. (As amended by Federal Laws
of 02.07.2021 No 301-FZ, of 04.08.2023 No 486-FZ)

3. Changes in the boundaries of lands on which urban forests are located, which may
lead to a decrease in their area, shall not be allowed.

Article 117. Operational scaffolding

1. Operational forests shall include forests that are subject to development for the
purposes provided for by Part 3 of Article 12 of this Code.

2. In operational forests, it is allowed to carry out all types of forest use provided for by
Article 25 of this Code.

Article 118. Reserve forests

1. Reserve forests include forests in which it is not planned to harvest wood for twenty
years, with the exception of timber harvesting by citizens for their own needs.

2. In reserve forests, it is allowed to carry out the types of forest use provided for by
Article 25 of this Code without felling forest stands, except for the case provided for by
Part 3 of this Article.
